Truth. What is one category of life in which you have been freed by the Word of Truth? Or, what is one answer from 
God’s Word that has set you free?

 2. What could you lovingly say in response to someone’s claim that truth is relative?
 3. Consider the word “sanctify” in John 17:17. Look back at your Listening with a Purpose questions to refresh yourself on 

what it means to be sancti昀椀ed. What is God’s part in our sancti昀椀cation? What is our part in manifesting our  sancti昀椀cation?
